All participants must wear proper attire for classes unless otherwise stated. Chaps are optional in all western
classes. Approved protective headgear is accepted in any class and in accordance with NYS law is required by all
riders under age 18. Show management requires the use of approved headgear in jumping classes.

Negative Coggins Test and Rabies papers are required. Must be dated within two years of current show date.
USEF rules will be used as guidelines for this show. However, some rules may be changed to suit the needs of
this show.

No martingales, tie downs, mechanical hackamores, draw reins or other controlling devices allowed, except in the
case of jumping classes where martingales will be permitted.

Any rider not having his/her horse under control may be asked to leave the ring.

If your horse is a kicker please braid a red ribbon in the tail.

Good sportsmanship is highly regarded by show management. Bad treatment of horses and fellow show
participants and observers will not be tolerated.

Alcoholic beverages not allowed on show grounds.

Smokers, please restrict your smoking to inside your vehicle.
